e Provide a communication link between the Presbytery and the San Diego
and Imperial County community organizations involved in disaster

e Identify needs and develop resources

e Advocate for specific needs in affected communities

e Support training for disaster preparedness and response for congregations
e Coordinate recovery projects and logistics, and

e Provide direct support to disaster organizations and individuals.
